Last Will and Testament

ITEM I.

ITEM III.


In the event my wife does not survive me, or if we should die as a result of a common casualty or catastrophe as contemplated in Ohio Revised Code, Section 2105.21, or under such circumstances and it cannot be readily be determined which of us died first, then the provisions made for my wife in ITEM II of this Will shall fail and have no force and effect, and in that event, I give, devise and bequeath all my property, real and personal, of every kind, nature and description, whatsoever and wheresoever situated, which I may own or have the right to dispose of at the time of my demise, to my children, namely:  JASON DOE and JANICE DOE, and any other child or children both born of this marriage, to be theirs, in fee simple, to share and share alike. 
ITEM IV.


I make, nominate and appoint my wife, JANE DOE, to be the Executrix of this my LAST WILL AND TESTAMENT, hereby authorizing and empowering my said Executrix to compound, compromise, settle and adjust all claims and demands in favor of or against my Estate; and to sell, at private or public sale, at such prices and upon such terms of credit or otherwise as she may deem best, the whole or any part of my real or personal property, without obtaining any order of the Court thereof, and to execute, acknowledge and deliver deeds and all other proper instruments of conveyance thereof to the purchaser or purchasers.  No purchaser from my Executrix need see to the application of the purchase money to or for the purposes of the trust, but the receipt of my Executrix shall be a complete discharge and acquittance thereof.  I request that no appraisement of my household goods and furniture be made and no bond be required of my Executrix.  In the event my wife, JANE DOE, predeceases me, or should she for any reason be unable or unwilling to be appointed as such Executrix, then I make, nominate and appoint my sister-in-law, SUSAN CLAUS, to be the Executrix of this my LAST WILL AND TESTAMENT.  I request that no bond be required of my Executrix.

ITEM V.



In the event my wife, JANE DOE, does not survive me, I make and nominate and appoint my sister-in-law, SUSAN CLAUS and my brother-in-law, JOSEPH CLAUS, to be the Guardians of my minor children during their minority.
